Becoming a member

Induction into Sigma Xi is recognized by
colleagues, administrators, and employers

Full membership-

An individual who has shown noteworthy
achievement as an original investigator in
a field of pure or applied science is eligible
for election to full membership.

Associate membership-
An individual who has shown potential for a research career through a written

research report or presentation is eligible for election to associate membership.
